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Subject-verb agreement covers the rule relatechéostmilarity of the
subject and verb in a sentence. This kind of granwmalarule should be
understood well by the students in making sentemoegover a text. it is used in
many kinds of writing, as used in descricptive $exthich are written by the
eighth graders.

This thesis describes about the subject-verb agreesrrors which are
made by the eighth graders of MTs Sunan Kalijagaviiting descriptive text,
therefore, there are two problem statements inrdgsarch. The first one is the
subject-verb agreement errors on students’ writlagcriptive text at the eighth
grade in MTs Sunan Kalijaga. The second one isfdlséors which cause the
subject-verb agreement errors on students’ writlagcriptive text at the eighth
grade in MTs Sunan Kalijaga Larangan Luar Lararigamekasan.

The objectives of this research are to find outdihgiect-verb agreement
errors on students’ writing descriptive text at #ighth grade in MTs Sunan
Kalijaga Larangan Luar Larangan Pamekasan; andntavkthe factors which
cause the subject-verb agreement errors on studaitiag descriptive text at the
eighth grade in MTs Sunan Kalijaga Larangan Luaahgan Pamekasan.

In this research, the researcher used qualitapipeoach with the kind of
research is content analysis and descriptive dedipe data was obtained by
observing the descriptive texts written by the entd at the eighth grade of MTs
Sunan Kalijaga. From the observation, the reseadiBeussed and analyzed their
subject-verb agreement errors.Then, the reseairtteeviewed some students and
teacher to know the factors which cause the subjertt agreement errors made
by the students. Additionally, the researcher atgik documentation from the
students’ writing to legitimaze the data of thisaarch.

The result of the research indicates that the stsdgtill made subject-
verb agreement errors in their writing. Among 2%t¢ewhich were analyzed,
there were 161 errors in subject-verb agreemensisbof 92 omission errors, 22
addition errors, 44 misformation errors, and 3 musong errors. Besides, the
result of the research also reveals that the emade by the students are caused
by two factors, namely word for word translationdathe lack of grammar.
Therefore, the researcher suggests that the teabbeid teach more about this
material and the students need to have more pedctimaking an English text.

It involves addition of
inflection, article, preposition, and others.

Everything that occurs in learning process muselavmething
that causes and influences it. So do the errorstwaiie made by the
students in their writing. There are some factdngctv can cause them
making subject-verb agreement errors.

To answer this research problem, researcher useiew with
some students at the Eighth grade of MTs Sunanagaliand the
teacher to find out the factors which cause theors. This interview
was done after the researcher analyzed the deserifgxts which
have been written by the students. By knowing tleeiors first, the
researcher can ask how the error can occur.

First, the researcher asked whether they havedgliearn about
decriptive text and simple present tense as thgukage feature. They
answered that they have learnt the two materiad¢eggbmoreover the
simple present tense, where they learnt it sincénatseventh grade

and in English program, because in this schoolethe additional

Consequently, the lack of vocabulary influencesrtixay
in translating a text. They choose word for wa@hslation as
the solution in writing a text. the students only to translate
their text word for word by finding the vocabulaip the
dictionary. They only focus on translating the wondthout
paying attention to the process of arranging thedsointo
sentences.

It is in line with some errors which have beenesfaabove.
Most of the error is the omission error of auxifiaterb, such as
in the sentence which is writen by Lailatus Sa’ttyéhe thir'.
In this sentence, there is no auxiliary verb, beedn Indonesian,
it is “dia (perempuan) kurus”, so she only traretathe word
“dia” and “kurus” into “she thin”. It is proved bier following

statement about how she writes an English Text:

Another factor which influences the subject-verbeagnent
errors is the lack of grammar. Although the studdrave learnt
about grammar, singular and plural, simple presense, and
others, there are still many errors which occursomgntheir
writing. In this case, grammar becomes one of the main
problems for the students at the eighth grade ins MsLinan
Kalijaga as mentioned by Mr. Muharrisun, S.Pd a thoint
above.

The students get difficulty in arranging the wortds be
sentence, because they do not understand well @heuise of
grammar, moreover about the subject-verb agreeriéetre are
some kinds of omission for verb inflection used wlige subject
is singular, such as in a text written by ImroaBimlehatun.

It shows that she still does notienstand well in
subject-verb agreement.

Similarly, Laily in her text, make a sentence whadmntains
the error of verb inflection, that is addition of #flection which
is used for verb which comes after a modal. It barseen from
her sentences: Doraemon can flys with baling-baling”;
“Doraemon can moves fast”. She still use —s aetigeof the verb
athough there is modal precedes it. she statesstiehas ever
learnt about the use of inflectional —s/-es togatk singular form
of verb, but she does not understand and only insgsess. Her
statement is:

Error as one of the problems which is faced byesttglin learning a
language comes because of some factors. In théngindt has been
stated that there are two main causes of the dumgeloc agreement error
among the students at the eighth grade in MTs Sudaijaga. The
errors: omission, addition, misformation, even mdsoing error are
caused by word for word translation which is dowyethe students and

the lack of grammar.
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Regarding with the result above, it can be analynede based on
the theory about factors which can cause the erppoposed by Brown.
He states that there are four kinds of factors twhean influence
someone in making errors, they are: Interlinguahgfer, intralingual
transfer, context of learning, and communicatioatsgies'> Among the
four factors above, there are two factors whichiarne with the result
of the research. Those are interlingual transfdriammalingual transfer.

a. Interlingual Transfer

Interlingual transfer relates to the transfering thist language
system by using the second Ianguét’gm this case, the students
translate the Indonesian text into English textdMoy word and the
grammar or system used still following the firstgaage. Such as in
the using of auxiliary verb. There are still manydents which
ommit the use of auxiliary verb in sentence, beeatiey only
follows the Indonesian text, such as the senterigehnis written by
